AudBase Server Load Instructions

Extract Server Files to Server
· Insert CD into server

· Open CD drive (D:\ in this example)

· If not automatically opened
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Double click on “AudBase Server Win” Folder

· Select “Setup”

· Follow Setup Wizard through installation and read license information

· Click “Next” through entire installation

· It is not required to enter “User Name” and “Organization”

· Keep the selected “Anyone who uses this computer….”

· Will store AudBase Program in default c:\ unless otherwise specified by clicking “Change” button and designating another file location, click “Next”
· Select “Typical” installation, click “Next”
· Verify Install information and click “Install”

· Once complete, Uncheck “Launch the Program”
· Click “Finish”
· Close CD Window

· Launch 4D Server
· From desktop, double click “AudBase Server” (application shortcut file)
Create AudBase Database

· Click “My Computer” on left side of Window Popup
· Open local drive on Server (C:\ in this example)
· Double click “Program Files” folder

· Double click “AudBase Server” folder

· Double click “Server Database” folder

· Click “New” on bottom of window
· Select “Save”

· Depending on the version of Windows, you may need to “Unblock” at Windows Security Alert

Setup 4D as a Startup Service

· On top toolbar, click “File”

· Select “Register current database…”
· Click “File” on toolbar

· Select Quit

· Enter “0” at Disconnect Time, and close server by clicking “OK”

· Close all windows

· On server desktop, right click “My Computer” 

· Select “Manage”

· In “Computer Management” window, left pane, double click “Services and Applications…”
· In left pane, click “Services”

· In right pane, Right click “4D Server: AudBase”

· Should be the first, or one of the first files in the list

· Select “Properties”

· In “General” tab, select drop down menu of “Startup Type”

· Select “Automatic”
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Click “Start”

· Once Server Application starts, minimize the main/larger “AudBase” window

· Hit “OK” at bottom of “4D Server: AudBase Properties” Window

· Close/Exit “Computer Management” window

Record Server IP Address

· At server desktop, right click “My Network Places”

· Select “Properties”

· Right click on “Local Area Connection”

· Select “Status”

· Click “Support” tab on top

· Write down/record complete “IP Address”

· Close both windows within “Network Connection”

To Launch 4D Server in Future
(If Not Running as a Windows Service)

· From desktop, double click “AudBase Server” (application file) 
· At Welcome screen, under “Recently Used Databases”, double click “AudBase”

· Server Module now running
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
